 Cut 3 (three) 444" x WOF strips, then;
-Sub-cut into 16 (Sixteen) 4%4" squares.

-Sub-cut into 32 (thirty two) 3%2" squares.

* Cut 7 (seven) 2%2" x WOF strips. (Binding)

Sew all rights sides together with %" seam allowance.

Half Square Triangle (HST) Construction

* Start by placing one (1) 4%" square from

fabrics A and ! right sides facing each other.

* Pin all layers together and baste with basting
thread, using long stitches. You can also use

Start
sewing the binding strip in the middle of one
of the sides of the quilt, placing the strip right
side down and leaving an approximated 5" tail.
Sew with %" seam allowance (using straight
stitch), aligning the strip's raw edge with the
quilt top's raw edge.
